Second Sunday of Easter

Introduction for the Day: The Easter season is a week of weeks, seven Sundays when
we play in the mystery of Christ's presence, mostly through the glorious Gospel
of John. Today we gather with the disciples on the first Easter, and Jesus
breathes the Spirit on us. With Thomas we ask for a sign, and Jesus offers us his
wonderful self in the broken bread. From frightened individuals we are
transformed into a community of open doors, peace, forgiveness, and material
sharing such that no one among us is in need.

"Thus it is written, that the Messiah had to suffer and rise from the dead on the third day,
and that repentance and forgiveness of sins must be proclaimed in his name."
That Word is now proclaimed to you. Your sins are forgiven.
