 Ministry focuses on quilts and blankets 

for infants and young children. Also lap 

blankets for wheelchair bound 

 

 Donations are accepted but restricted to 

cotton, flannel and fleece to coordinate 

the focus of children’s bedding.  

Donations are reviewed at the discretion 

of the Coordinator of the Quilt Ministry 

 

 Greater portion of handwork is done at 

home 

 

 No deadlines for project – work at your 

own pace 

 

 No experience needed…no equipment 

needed…just a willingness to learn 

 

 Meets at church 3-5 times between 

September-May.   

 

 Not necessary to attend each meeting; 

attend as your schedule permits. 

 

 All ages welcome; friends, relatives, 

neighbors, and co-workers
