Pastor’s VOICE
“A Year Ago...”
My two kids will tell you that I have a habit of

recalling events by reminding them, “A week ago we
were in the Florida sun!” or “Amonth ago we were
visiting grandma and grandpa” or “A year ago we
were on our trip to Africa!” Maybe it is my own
unique way of marking the passing of
time.
All Saints Sunday, a time we

remember those who have died in the
Lord, is coming on November 2. After
such a Sunday, looking over the list of
names of persons who have died and having heard
these names read in the worship service, I have often
wondered, “Who will be included in that list next
year?” A year ago, I would have never thought that
Sue’s name would be among those Saints for this
November 2  All Saints Day Service. We like to keep
death at a distance, or as Elizabeth Kubler Ross
expressed it, “Death is something that happens to
thou and to thee but not to me.”
Acceptance is certainly one of the stages of death

and dying as well as one of the stages of grieving.
Moving toward acceptance isn’t easy nor is it a
straight path. There are days when I have accepted
Sue’s death... often it is surrounded by what else has
happened that day. There are other days when the
absence of someone so special in my life is felt with

feelings of aloneness, that I say to myself, “Yes, this
has happened, but it seems so unreal. My head says
one thing, and my heart feels something else.”
There is that piece of scripture that speaks about

God making everything new. If death is seen as
darkness and the end, the scriptures remind us that
out of darkness will come light and out of endings

will come new beginnings. It is all a part
of God’s creative force and God’s way
for life.
In Sue’s death there is this

“strangeness” that I am more aware of
life, of my own heartbeat. In some ways
she seems more alive to me now than

ever. There are things we used to do that we both
appreciated and these seem more meaningful to me
now that she is not here. I treasure more those thirty-
four years together of sharing life as a shared
miracle. There is so much that I miss, but I do now
hold a greater value for life. I experience now a
deeper valuing of relationships, of nature, of
memories. Death can be, and has been for me, life-
enhancing in not really knowing what one has until
it is lost. This inner knowing is difficult to explain
precisely, but it is felt.
For those who grieve, death can stop life or blind

one to life, but hopefully, it can open one’s eyes to
the preciousness of life. I recall reading a rabbi’s
quote that has long stayed with me, “Something that
is yours forever is never precious.” Your journey and
my journey here is not forever. There comes that
time of letting go to death and opening ourselves to
what more God has in store for us.  Such pondering
upon life and God’s word allow death to give us
new eyes to see life.
On All Saints Sunday, November 2, some of these

thoughts will be on my mind. I know I will hear
myself saying, “A year ago, I never would have
thought Sue’s name would be included among
God’s precious departed saints.” But I will also hear
God’s words, “Behold I make all things new!”

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On All Saints
Sunday, November 2,
some of these thoughts
will be on my mind. 
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The Lord’s Prayer:  the Words of Jesus in Any Translation
The Lord’s Prayer is probably the best known and most memorized prayer in Christianity.  It is

prayed by millions, possibly billions of Christians every Sunday in thousands of languages and
translations.  Despite differences in theology, worship practices, biblical interpretation, and positions
on social issues, the Lord’s Prayer is something that all Christian denominations have in common,
and, as such, it is a living symbol of our unity in Christ.
St. Matthew’s has used the traditional version of the prayer for many years, but, beginning this

summer, we have begun to include a more contemporary version at non-communion worship
services.  The reason for using both versions is to honor the power and familiarity of the traditional
wording while acknowledging the importance of speaking Christ’s words in a way that is more like the way we speak and
read English today.
Some parents have expressed a concern that using two versions is confusing to children who memorize the traditional

version of the Lord’s Prayer in Sr. Kindergarten Sunday School.  While we will continue to teach the traditional version in Sr.
Kindergarten, parents can help by explaining to their children that since the Lord’s Prayer is so important and so widely
used, there are slightly different ways of saying it, and God hears them all.  When children are old enough to read they can
follow the words of the contemporary version in the hymnal.  Until then, they are encouraged to pray the prayer as they
have memorized it regardless of which version is being used in the worship service.  Whether we use the traditional version,
the contemporary version, or the occasional Swahili “Baba Yetu,” we are praying the words that Jesus taught. 

Remember those who have died
in the Lord on All Saints Sunday,
November 2, All Services
This Sunday we pause to remember those of our

congregation and loved ones who have died in the
Lord since last All Saints Sunday. It is a time that we
entrust loved ones in the promises of our Lord.
Names will be read, and candles will be lit for each
person remembered. In addition, this year we will
have a period of silence with the opportunity to
name silently or out loud the names of those dear to
you who have died... a single candle will be lit for
those additionally named. The service will include:
